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¥ The Sacrament of the Altar: is celebrated today in the confidence that our Lord gives us His very body

and blood to eat and drink in, with and under the bread and wine for the forgiveness of our sins and the

strengthening of our union with Him and one another. As we trust His words and repent of all sin, we

proclaim His death until He returns. Since this act is a confession of our faith, anyone who is not yet

instructed, in doubt, or holds a differing confession is asked first to speak with the Pastor.

7 Reminders for Those Coming To the Lotd's Table....

1. Children (those not yet receiving the Sacrament) are encouraged to approach the Lord's Table with their
parent(s), in order to receive a blessing.

2. Women with lipstick are kindly asked to remove it prior to partaking from the common cup.

3. The cups in the center of the individual tray (containing the amber color liquid) are prepared for those
who have a concern for alcohol consumption.

®That is why it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be
guaranteed to all his offspring—not only to the adherent of the law but also to the
one who shares the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all, ’as it is written, “I
have made you the father of many nations”—in the presence of the God in whom he
believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not
exist.
