DIVINE SERVICE

Part 13 of a Series

In our on-going look at the liturgical heritage with which we have been so graciously gifted, we turn now
to the Lord’s Prayer.

LORD'S PRAYER

The Lord's Prayer consists of 7 petitions (requests). In the first 3, we ask for God to be glorified. The 4th
petition asks for daily bread, that is, all of our earthly needs. The last 3 requests ask for the fruits of faith in
our lives: that we forgive others, be delivered from evil, and not be tested more than what we can bear. The
conclusion ("Kingdom, power, glory") is taken from a Psalm of David in 1 Chronicles, and is one of several
conclusions to the Lord's Prayer in use among Christians.

The Lord’s Prayer, being actual words of our Savior, appears in close proximity to the other words of
Christ in the Divine Service - the Words of Institution (see last month’s Pastoral Epistle).

A Note about the “Elevation”
Q: Why does the pastor lift up the Bread and Cup when they are consecrated?
A: The ceremony of lifting up the consecrated elements in the celebration of Holy Communion dates to the
year 1208 when Bishop Eudes of Paris instituted the elevation to insure that all could see the Host and
Chalice after their consecration. This practice quickly gained wide acceptance in the Western Church.
Martin Luther permitted the elevation of the Sacrament to continue in the Evangelical Mass because it
could have a good meaning: it stood for Christian freedom against those who would force the Church to

abandon it and it gave proper honor to the presence of Christ in the Sacrament. Many sixteenth century
church orders retained this practice.

Today, when the pastor, elevates the Host and Cup, it is appropriate for each person to pray silently the
words of St. Thomas, "My Lord and My God," while making the sign of the cross. Lutherans who retain the
elevation regard it as a visible witness to our Christian faith that the consecrated bread and wine are the Body
and Blood of Christ.

Next time we’ll continue with the Pax Domini.

God continue to grant you His grace and favor through our Lord Jesus Christ!

The Dynamics of Sibling Care giving-by Mary Howden, Parish Nurse

According to research conducted for the Home Instead Senior Care® network, sharing the care of elderly parents can
be as much of a challenge for adult siblings. Consider these statistics:

e In43% of U.S. families, 1 sibling has the responsibility for providing most or all of the care for Mom & Dad.

e 46% of family caregivers in the U.S. who said their relationships with their siblings have deteriorated
blame unwillingness on the part of siblings to help.

e Only about 1/4 of family caregivers give themselves high ratings for their ability to work together.

“Senior care giving can either bring families together or cause brother and sister conflict,” says sibling relationships
expert Ingrid Connidis, Ph.D., from the Univ of W. Ontario. “In some cases it can do both. These issues can be very
emotional.” Connidis has partnered with Home Instead Senior Care to develop the 50-50 Rule® public education
program to help siblings deal with the many issues of caring for a parent and to improve caregiver communication.
Sibling Care giving Dynamics:

« Among a group of siblings, on average, the primary caregiver is a sister, age 50, who has been providing
care for an 81-year-old mother for more than 3.5 years.

. Primary caregivers spend 19 hours a week providing care, compared to 4 to 5 hours a week each

provided by their other siblings.
Care is not shared equally. In 43% of families, 1 sibling has the responsibility for providing most or all of
the care for mom or dad. In only 2% of families, the siblings split the care giving responsibilities equally
between them. In all other families, care giving is shared based upon skill sets or some other criteria.

« The sibling who is the primary family caregiver reports putting in nearly 4 times the hours of care than their
brothers and sisters (on average, primary family caregivers provide 19 hours of care per week versus 4 to
5 hours of care provided by their other siblings).

¢ Nearly 2/3 of youngest siblings say they are the primary family caregiver, while only 57% of oldest siblings
and 49% of middle siblings say this is their role. The youngest siblings surveyed are the most likely to
describe themselves as the ones with the closest relationship with their parents.

¢ The adult child who assumes the role of primary caregiver most often describes their traditional role in the
family as the “responsible one” and “the organizer”.

- Care giving arrangements amongst siblings occur more by happenstance than by careful consideration of
what is best for the siblings or the parents receiving care: 2% say the care giving arrangement with their
siblings is “by default” and 25% say it is based on “proximity”.

« Family caregivers with siblings are most likely to perform tasks for their parents that include emotional
support; advice and guidance; companionship; transportation; and assistance with groceries and errands.

Quality of Care Influencers

« Adult children say the most important characteristics for a caregiver are patience, reliability, a positive
attitude, empathy and good communications skills. Caregivers surveyed give themselves the highest
ratings for reliability and communication skills. They score themselves lowest for patience, financial
management skills and medical skills.

e 42% of family caregivers give themselves and their siblings below average grades for their ability to divide
the care giving workload.

4 in 10 adult children give themselves and their siblings below average grades for their ability to divide the
care giving workload. More than 1/4 of caregivers say they and their siblings earn below average grades
for their teamwork in providing care to their parents.

e The overall effectiveness of the entire team of sibling caregivers is directly proportional to 3 key factors:

1. Their ability to make important decisions together;

2. Their ability to divide the care giving workload; and

3. Their level of teamwork in executing/implementing this workload.
The higher the self-reported scores on these measures, the higher the overall grade the caregivers typically give
to themselves and their siblings on working together to care for their parents. Conversely, the lower these scores
the more likely caregivers are to report problems related to care giving, including the deterioration of relationships
with their siblings. This direct correlation is demonstrated by these trends:

« More than 2/3 of caregivers who give their families the highest ratings on their “ability to make
important decisions together” also give their families the highest overall ratings for working together
to provide care.

¢ Onthe other hand, 7 in 10 caregivers who say their families fail at their “ability to make important
decisions together” also say their families fail in their overall ability to work together to provide care.

e Primary family caregivers who indicate they personally take on more responsibilities, including helping with
errands and medication management, are the same individuals who say their family is poor at making
important decisions together, dividing the care giving workload, and teamwork.
