        ‘Tis the season, so they say.  Viruses going around.  I should know; I got one.  It was kinda nasty: 101̊ fever, sore 
throat, cough.  It was bad.  But it didn’t last.  A week or so later the virus had run its course. 
        Some viruses are not like that, though.  I know because I got one.  Noticed it yesterday.  For the first time in almost 
twenty years of Internet use, I got a virus.  Nasty one.  My poor little machine was infected like crazy.  After four hours 
on the phone with tech support the virus was finally gone.  It had broken through all my security and created a real 
mess.  But with proper treatment it was eradicated.  Thank God!  
        But there’s another kind of virus on my mind these days.  It infects the body and can spread like wildfire.  Left 
untreated it can cause an immense amount of damage.   Lately I’ve been sensing an itchy throat here at Trinity.  
Someone has a complaint about you-name-it and whispers it to their neighbor.  Next thing you know negativity is 
spreading from one person to another and the whole congregation begins to suffer. 
        It doesn’t really matter what it’s about.  Pick your pet issue.  We all have things we wish were other than they are.  
But there are God-pleasing ways to handle grievances and then there’s gossip and belly-aching.  Godly complaints 
address matters from a position of seeking to follow God’s will together in the spirit of unity.  Gossip and griping serve 
only to pit members of the body of Christ against one another in a struggle to exercise our own will against those we feel 
oppose us.  How does the Bible teach us to handle complaints?  Jesus says in Matthew 18:15 - “If your brother sins 
against you, go and tell him his fault, between you and him alone.  If he listens to you, you have gained your brother.”  
Did you catch that?  He does not say: “Go and tell everyone you think will agree with you so you can muster up 
enough support to help you get your way.”  No, He says: “Keep it between you and him alone.”  That way you can 
work things out so that the virus of negativity and complaining doesn’t begin to drag the whole body down.  Negativity 
is a disease that tears at the fabric of the body of Christ and militates against growth - growth in the size and strength of 
the body - growth in spiritual maturity.  Who wants to join something where the members are always finding something 
to gripe about?  How close do you feel to someone who is always critical of you and what you stand for?  The health of 
the body here at Trinity will never be what God intends it to be until this disease is effectively treated. 
        The Good News is that the medicine is already at our disposal.  That curative is the gospel of the forgiveness of sins 
in Jesus Christ our Savior.  Every Lord’s Day we confess our sins together and receive “forgiveness from the pastor as 
from God Himself, not doubting, but firmly believing that by it our sins are forgiven before God in heaven” (Small 
Catechism).  As we enjoy this forgiveness from God, we, in turn, forgive one another, so that together as forgiven sinners 
we may kneel side-by-side at the Lord’s altar to receive the very body and blood of Christ given and shed for the 
forgiveness of our sins.  We do this - not in spite of our differences, but because those differences have been nullified by 
the forgiveness Christ has worked in our hearts.  Indeed, someone who has not forgiven his brother in Christ ought not 
be partaking of Holy Communion in the first place.  Jesus gives a stern warning regarding this when He says: “If you do 
not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins” (Matthew 6:15).  
        Brothers and sisters in Christ, let us not continue to foment disharmony and unrest by bickering and complaining, 
but let us discuss our differences in the spirit of unity as fellow believers and joint heirs in Christ.  God grant that by His 
grace the virus of negativity will be eradicated through the power of His Spirit working in each of us forgiveness and 
sincere love toward one another.

Technology to the Rescue!   Focus on Adaptive Devices by your Parish Nurse, Mary Howden 

If you or your loved one is living with a condition that limits your ability to perform the 
activities of daily living, are you taking advantage of the wide range of technologies that are 
now available to lend-almost literally-a helping hand?    
Many conditions, such as arthritis, stroke, Parkinson's disease & injuries, can result in physical 
limitations. If you or your loved one is experiencing reduced range of motion, decreased 
strength, loss of hand function & lack of endurance, performing the tasks of daily living that 
most of us take for granted can prove challenging & frustrating. Managing for oneself as much 
as possible when eating, grooming, bathing & in other personal care is so important to self-
esteem & a sense of independence!  On the largest level, rehabilitation specialists help the 
person enhance mobility & upper body function with wheelchairs, walkers, canes, prosthetics, 
seating & positioning equipment, orthotics, etc. Another step is to adapt the home environment 
with modifications such as ramps, grab bars in the shower & built-up toilet seats.  Then there 
are the gadgets! Rehabilitation specialists have come up with devices to make the tasks of 
daily life easier. Here are some of the challenging activities we might face each day & some 
clever implements to make it easier.  
MEALTIME -utensils with enlarged handles, non-skid plates, cups, tumblers, long straws.  
DRESSING AND UNDRESSING -easy-to-put-on clothing, slip-on shoes, clip-on ties.  
BATHING AND HYGIENE -long-handled sponge, large-handled nail clippers, soap-on-a-rope.  
WORK AND LEISURE ACTIVITIES- book holder, magnifier, playing card holder, key extender. 
 
And don't forget that creative thinking can solve a challenge! Could you substitute one 
everyday item for another, or alter an item slightly? High-tech or low-tech, there is a solution.
