Trinity Lutheran students take the Terra Nova standardized test each year and score well above average in all
subject areas. This test measures achievement in Reading, Language, Math, Science and Social Studies for
Grades 2, 4, 6 and 8. Below are the results from this school year. You will see National Percentile scores (NP)
listed below. As an example, a National Percentile score (rank) of 60 means that the student’s score is higher
than the scores of 60 percent of the students in the norming group for that student’s grade at that time of year.
